STIPENDIARY STEWARDS REPORT

Canberra Racing Club Incorporated

THOROUGHBRED PARK

Wednesday 12 January 2022
Weather: Overcast
Track: Good (4), upgraded to Good (3) following Race 1 at 1:35pm.
Rail: Out 3m

General
My Rizing Star – Stewards today inquired into the death of My Rizing Star at the registered racing stables of Mr A Warren between the evening of 9 January 2022 and the morning of 10 January 2022. Evidence was taken from Mr Warren and a report was provided by veterinarian Dr E Dempsey (Sydney Equine Practice). On the evidence it was established that the mare had no signs of illness and was in good health prior to being placed in its stable for the night and early on the morning of 10 January 2022 was discovered deceased. Dr E Dempsey’s report detailed that the mare had sanguinous, frothy discharge from the nares, and upon percussion of the head, no indication of fractures, subcutaneous emphysema or odema and little disturbance of its bedding. No clear cause of the mare’s death was ascertained by Dr E Dempsey and given all circumstances the matter was subsequently concluded.
RACE 1: Eco-Road Hero//Stablizier Plate 2000m
St Rose – Began awkwardly. Passing the 1100m over-raced and had to be checked away from the heels of Genjiro.
Brynner – Laid in and had to be corrected by its rider passing the 150m and continued to lay in for the remainder of the race.

Sisseck – Passing the 500m was eased when awkwardly positioned near the heels of Mammoth Mountain (app Ms E Hennessy) which shifted out when not quite clear. App Ms E Hennessy was advised to exercise more care.

Mammoth Mountain – Over-raced for some distance after the 1600m.
Following the running of this race the track was upgraded to a Good (3) at 1:35pm to be made retrospective to include this event.
RACE 2: Ned Neddrie Memorial Handicap 1600m
Lady Animalia – Change of tactics: To be ridden more forward; Was a little slow to begin and settled just behind the lead.
Call Me Artie – Bumped on jumping with Nicholas. On return to scale the saddle was found to have slipped back.
Room Number – Slow to begin. Held up rounding the home turn and the early part of the straight and passing the 300m was shifted in to obtain clear running.

Nicholas – Bumped on jumping with Call Me Artie. When questioned regarding her riding rounding the home turn and after viewing a replay, rider app Ms T Martin conceded that there was room for her to improve closer to the back of Call Me Artie and told that in similar circumstances she would be required to show greater urgency to place her mounts in more competitive positions as those opportunities arose.
Brennaman – Crowded soon after the start by Baledon which shifted in.

Baledon – Raced three-wide throughout. Trainer Mr R Stubbs was told that the gelding which suffered a bleeding attack during the event, would incur the mandatory three-month ban from racing under the provisions of AR79(4).
Decker – When questioned regarding the disappointing performance of the gelding, rider J Penza stated his mount was one-paced and in his view may not have appreciated today’s firm track. A post-race veterinary examination of the gelding did not reveal any abnormality.
RACE 3: TAB Fedearal 1000m
In De Sun Iwilcome – Trainer Mr K Dryden was fined the sum of $100 under LR42(1) for failing to scratch the mare from this race by the prescribed time, when it was a dual acceptor in Race 5.

Mr Moppett – Was a little slow to begin. When questioned regarding the performance of the gelding rider app D Budler stated that his mount his mount did not travel at any stage of the event and in his view may benefit from the application of blinkers for its next race start.

Smuggler’s Bay – When questioned regarding the disappointing performance of the gelding, rider J Penza sated that his mount was one-paced throughout and weakened late. A post-race veterinary examination of the gelding did not reveal any abnormality.

RACE 4: Joseph Jones Racing Handicap 1400m
Golden Chances – Rider B Loy was permitted to ride his mount 1/2kg overweight in accordance with the policy. Contacted on jumping by Cut To Pieces which shifted in. Passing the 900m had to be checked from the heels of Cut To Pieces which was checked after getting too close to the heels of Oahau Gaze.
Manderboss – Slow to begin.

Lady Doon Well – Slow to begin.


Cut To Pieces – Passing the 1200m was eased from the heels of Oahu Gaze (app Ms E Hennessy) which shifted in when not quite clear. App Ms E Hennessy was advised to exercise more care. Passing the 900m was checked from the heels of Oahu Gaze after becoming awkwardly placed very close to the heels of that runner.
Costly – Rider J Innes Jnr reported that his mount did not respond to his riding in the straight. A post-race veterinary examination revealed the gelding to be mildly lame (grade 1/5) in its near-hind leg. Stable representative Ms A Pearson was told that a veterinary clearance would be required prior to the gelding being permitted to race again.

RACE 5: Luxe Townhouses Goulburn Handicap 1000m
Outta Reach – Trainer Mr K Goldman was fined the sum of $100 under LR35 for the late declaration of app Ms H Williams as the rider of the mare.

Wilkshire – Was a late scratching at 10:53am on veterinary advice when found to be showing signs of swim colic. Trainer Mr A Mountney was told that he would be required to provide a veterinary clearance prior to the gelding being permitted to race again.
Shadow Chaser – Began awkwardly. When questioned regarding the performance of the gelding, rider N Heywood stated that his mount enjoyed a favourable run just behind the speed but soon after straightening did not respond to his riding and proved disappointing in the straight. A post-race veterinary examination of the gelding did not reveal any abnormality.

Sifu – Was slightly slow to begin when the mare’s gates were slightly slow to open. The gate for that stall was re-tested before being used again. 
Britain – Began awkwardly. Raced wide throughout but was taken four-wide passing the 700m by In De Sun Iwilcome which pulled hard and had to be shifted out to avoid the heels of Outta Reach. Trainer Mr G Hickman was told that the gelding which suffered a bleeding attack during the event, would incur the mandatory three-month ban from racing under the provisions of AR79(4). Mr G Hickman advised that the gelding was now likely to be transferred from his stable.

In De Sun Iwilcome – Near the 900m was eased from the heels of Outta Reach (app Ms H Williams) which shifted in when not quite clear. App Ms H Williams was advised to exercise more care. Rider B Ward advised that his saddle slipped forward passing the 900m placing him at a disadvantage for the remainder of the race. Pulled hard in the middle stages and passing the 700m had to be shifted out to avoid the heels of Outta Reach and raced three-wide for the remainder of the race. 
RACE 6: Glen Mia Saddlery Handicap 1400m
Fattore Stella – Rider B Loy was permitted to ride his mount 1kg overweight in accordance with the policy. Slow to begin and was buffeted soon after between Hamish The Swift and Kitty Karine which shifted out. Raced three-wide throughout.
Mixed Up Grey – Stewards considered a protest lodged by Ms L Day, rider of the gelding which was placed 5th against Kyalla being placed 3rd alleging interference passing the 250m. On the evidence it was established that passing the 250m Kyalla shifted out and brushed Mixed Up Grey which was inconvenienced when taken out. However, bearing in mind the degree of interference suffered by Mixed Up Degree and the margin of half a length between the respective runners, as the Stewards could not be comfortably satisfied that had the interference not occurred, that Mixed Up Grey would have finished ahead of Kyalla, the protest was dismissed and correct weight declared on the Judge’s placings.
Kyalla – Hung out in the straight and ran out passing the 250m and further, due to the gelding hanging out, was not able to be tested close to the line.

Kitty Karine – Raced with out cover form the 700m.

Dubai Centre – Over-raced in the middle stages.

RACE 7: Onecall Steel & Form Handicap 1300m
Peregrination – Slipped over behind in the mounting enclosure when it lost its footing and was a late scratching at 4:55pm on veterinary advice when found to be lame in its right hind leg (grade 4/5). Stewards ordered that all monies invested on Peregrination be refunded in full and further that all successful bets placed with bookmakers prior to 4:55pm be subject to the following deductions in the dollar on the face value of the ticket:


1st: Romeo Vella: 19c win and 20c place


2nd: Divine Future: 11c place


3rd: Bedazzled: 24c place

At a subsequent inquiry stable representative Mr A Bukori was told that a veterinary clearance would be required prior to the gelding being permitted to race again.
Romeo Vella – Was held up in the early part of the straight.

Zachariah – A post-race veterinary examination of the gelding did not reveal any abnormality.
RACE 8: Potter Racing Plate 1200m

Fille Cheesesteak – Rider N Heywood was permitted to ride his mount 1/2kg overweight in accordance with the policy.

La Mia Via – Was a late scratching at 5:38pm after refusing to be loaded. Stewards ordered that all monies invested on La Mia Via be refunded in full and further that all successful bets placed with bookmakers prior to 5:38pm be subject to the following deductions in the dollar on the face value of the ticket:


1st: Beau Rock: 29c win and 26c place


2nd: Geminids: 23c place


3rd: Hello Jack: 15c place

At a subsequent inquiry trainer Mr K Dryden was told that the filly would be required to barrier trial to the Stewards satisfaction prior to being permitted to race again.

Magpie Odyssey – Slow to begin.
Five Feet Apart – Raced three-wide throughout. Passing the 250m came into contact with Now We’re Talking.
Now We’re Talking – Raced three-wide throughout outside the lead. Passing the 250m came into contact with Five Feet Apart. Rider app Ms M Bourke advised that she had been instructed to lead today. Trainer Mr P Korn confirmed the instructions and was reminded of his obligation to notify any change of tactics as today the gelding had been ridden more forward than it had at its most recent start. Mr Korn was also told that a warning would be recorded against the gelding which was uncompetitive. App Ms M Bourke was reprimanded under AR132(6)(c) for using her whip on her mount which was out of contention.
Summary of whip use:

Stewards noted the following riders exceeded the permitted strikes of the whip prior to the 100m under AR137A(5)(a)(ii). Bearing in mind the totality of whip use, no action was taken.
