Race Analysis: Looks a pretty even race on paper and notone I'mdivingin to. Beau Rock jumped favourite ahead of Merchant Reign two starts ago
on the Acton track here, with the former just too speedy on the day. Since then, Merchant Reign turned in a strong effort in stronger company.
while Beau Rock drifted back and probably found them too speedy over 1000m here last time out. Going off their runs two back and the set up that
faces them today, they should be closer in the market, meaning there could be some edge around the Vella-trained Beau Rock. Merchant Reign is
the deserved favourite, but the market behind him is where the interest lies. Champ De Mars has been ticking along nicely in stronger races,
finishing 3.5 lengths away in a Class 1 at Mudgee last start and tackling Provincial grade prior to that. She's right back in grade now and it wouldn't
surprise to see her have some fans late in betting. Single Beat comes through that same race as Beau Rock where she hit the line nicely, finishing a
narrow second. Risingto 1200m now is some query, with her past two 1200m runs in this grade being rather plain, though she'll carry less weight
thistime and is an obvious threat on that performance.

Things set up beautifully for her today albeit a 3YO taking on
the older horses. Her two trials in town have been super and the map looks favourable for her from an inside barrier. May just need some luck at the
top of the straight to find daylight, but she looks the one to beat on what we've seen publicly. Uber In and Baycat trialled on the same day at
Warwick Farm, and while Baycat won her heat, she was ~1.25 lengths slower than Uber In. With that, they have to be held together in the market,
though | would still have the gap between them slightly bigger. Dee Dee Express led in her trial and ended up finishing 2.2 lengths back in fifth,
though she wasn't asked to do awhole lotin her Kembla Grange heat. Can show early speed and bein this for along way. Happy to putaline
through Deep Affection despite the filly having tackled strongraces in her debut campaign. Her trials have only been fair and while it can be
suggested thatthey're coming here 'for an easy kill', | think it's more the fact she mightn't be going that well. I'll eat my words if she wins, but |
would've liked to have seen more from her at the trials comingin.

The stable have hit the reset button and her latest trial was
very impressive in town. Getting onto a firmer and fairer deck today can see her improve substantially. The small field now also favours Brutal Eyes
who we were keen on a fortnight ago. She was taken on up front there and did very well to stick on for fifth with the pace they set up front. This looks
avery different scenario where Penza may be able to dictate up front, and that makes her arather attractive proposition. Prophet's Promise had
plenty of supporton debut but was rather disappointing in his first two runs. Out to 1400m saw him go close last startin a good maiden here and
now out to the mile. The one query is his racing pattern, particularly if they go slow early, but he has the scope for improvement.

Snowden galloper. Suspect this time she'll be in front of Buenos and she gets a big weight swingin her favour. She ticks plenty of boxes with

Race Analysis: Keen to play in the Black Mountain, taken out by Tulla Park 12 months ago. This time I'm hoping for a local victory with Take The Rap
who has been eyeing this event throughout his campaign. He felt the pinch second-up on the Acton and was taken back from the draw at Warwick
Farm mostrecently, but his late work was solid enough. Down in weight now and into what looks a very suitable race for a horse with his ability. He
still has some upside about him and on recent figures, he's clearly the one to beat. Vella's Best dropped back to country level last start and bolted in
to win a CL3 at Moruya. He carried the grandstand there and now drops right down to 55kg. He has the speed to roll across from out wide, though
Take The Rap is expected to be within striking distance on straightening. Mogo Magic couldn't land a blow on the Acton, though his runs suggested
he wasn't far off his best. That form holds up here and he's likely to be prominent from the outset. His stablemate Extravagent Lad was solid at the
trials here last meeting and can fire first-up, though there doesn't seem to be any edge in his early price.

Ronny
Rock Artwas tough on speed last start here to score over this track and trip. He looks one of the main speed influences in therace and hedropsin
weight as herises in grade slightly. Thinking there's some value in his price with the way this looks to set up. Missile Leader is another who looks an
improver now fourth up off along break. The last time he raced at this track and trip, he bolted in by 2.1 lengths as an $2 chance. Been awhile since
then, but he has shown glimpses he's back on song and this looks a brilliant opportunity to show he's back in business. | have my queries on the
stablemate Burgundy Girl who was the flashing light run first-up in the Federal a fortnight ago. She can tend to be the flashing light in her races
however and this looks to be a more sedate race than what was on offer in the Federal a fortnight ago. With her racing pattern and the fact she'll
eventually get out further, this looks a bit of a trap despite the brilliant fresh effort. Philadelphia storm rates well off the Heavy track win at Goulburn
last start but there are a couple of niggles against him this time. McDougall hopping off is a massive loss, but if he can run up to his recent
performances in this tougher grade, he won't be far away.
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
