Race Analysis: Just want to wait and see what the market does when the two Potter-trained runners come out, though Master Of Disguise will be the
correctfavourite either way. The gelding was too good in aBM82 at Orange last time out when leading throughout after jumping a $2.45 chance at
Albury the start prior. Cole's 3kg claim is comingin handy and he appears one of the main speed influences in the race. Can roll across from the
draw and be tough to run down. Tavolo didn't have arider booked until this morning, but McDougall hopping on board is a big push. Hasn't been
far away in recentraces, including behind Master Of Disguise most recently when back to 1300m. Gets a weight swingin her favour today and can
turn the tables. Keikoku was a sectional star here fresh and ran up to that level last week when gunned down by Urafiki. That form looks strong
however and he again put up a number with strong splits. This trip now looks a good move and if he can run up to what he produced here last week,
then he'll be very hard to hold out. Can make a case for Tap 'N' Run too. Was rather plain at Wodonga last start but his two runs prior behind Zethus
at Albury were solid. Back to the NSW way of going now and out to 1400m is a big tick for him. Wouldn't surprise to see him flying down the outside.
Hell Of A Fox hinted she was up to this grade last campaign and while she's been a little below her best, this presents as a good opportunity to return
to form with Boudyvillain booked.
